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On the Moral Education Work in Senior High School under the Background of Core Competence

[Abstract] In the report of the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, it is clearly put forward
that we should fully implement the Party's education policy, carry out the fundamental task of "foster virtue through
education," and develop quality—oriented education.
