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Abstract: As carriers of campus culture and platforms for skill practice, student associations in higher
vocational colleges are indispensable in improving students’  professional skills, enriching campus culture,
and stimulating innovative thinking. However, in the face of the developmental needs of the new era,
issues such as insufficient refinement in association management, uneven resource allocation, and weak
ideological and political guidance have become increasingly prominent, urgently requiring systematic
reforms for resolution. To enhance the ideological and political education effect and overall quality of
student association activities, it is recommended to establish a collaborative ideological and political
education mechanism for associations, strengthen instructors’  professionalism, optimize resource
allocation, and innovate ideological and political models within associations. These initiatives will
contribute to the sustainable development of student associations in higher vocational colleges by
enhancing students’ comprehensive quality and ideological and political education.
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
