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Abstract: Community education for the elderly and lifelong education are interrelated concepts, in
which community education for the elderly is the main practical basis of lifelong education, while
lifelong education provides theoretical support for it, and there is a close relationship between them. At
present, under the environment of lifelong education, the high—quality progress of community elderly
education is encountering insufficient and unbalanced development obstacles. For the future
development, it is necessary to ensure that all the elderly enjoy equal educational rights and opportunities,
and to ensure fair and equal resource allocation in the construction of community elderly education
services. At the same time, it is necessary to promote the establishment of lifelong education system and
promote sustainable economic and social growth in the process of all-round development of the elderly
in the whole society and tolerance and acceptance of community elderly education.
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
