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Abstract: The advantage of integrating the concept of "integration of teaching—learning—evaluation"
into high school English reading class teaching under the background of core literacy is not only
conducive to ensuring the effectiveness of the reading class teaching process, but also to the development
of students' comprehensive quality. The reason is that the integrated concept of "integration of
teaching—learning—evaluation" can objectively evaluate the reading class teaching situation carried out by
teachers at the current stage. Only by fulfilling the requirements mentioned above can teachers quickly
recognize their shortcomings in reading class teaching, and effectively maintain the progress and
advancement of students' learning of reading content knowledge and skills in multiple occasions such as
the classroom. However, it is worth noting that teachers at this stage need to be familiar with the actual
situation of students. This article puts forward viewpoints on the optimization research of "integration of
teaching—learning—evaluation" in high school English reading classes under the background of core
literacy.
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
