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Ideological and Political Teaching Reform of Higher Vocational Flight Attendant Major under

the Background of Moral Education
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Abstract: Under the background of educational reform in the new era, as the fundamental task of
education, the purpose of “establishing morality and cultivating talents” has gradually become an
important guiding concept of teaching reform in higher vocational education. As an important
characteristic major of higher vocational colleges, the flight attendant major should cultivate students'
professional skills and service ability, and should also focus on improving students' professional quality and
moral quality.
