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Abstract: This paper discusses the value reconstruction and path exploration of ethnicity in aesthetic
education. In the context of globalization, aesthetic education not only undertakes the task of cultivating
aesthetic and humanistic qualities, but also shoulders the important mission of passing on and promoting
national culture. Ethnicity, as the core element of cultural diversity, contains rich historical heritage and
deep emotional identity, and has irreplaceable value for aesthetic education.

Finally, from the perspective of colleges and universities, it shows the
specific practices of strengthening the core leading role of ethnicity in the practice of aesthetic education,
deeply integrating ethnic characteristics and aesthetic education, strengthening the professional
construction of aesthetic education itself and the integration of ethnic culture, as well as the specific
practices of aesthetic education going out of the campus and promoting ethnic culture.
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
