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Exploration on the Path of Digitally Enabled Chinese Traditional Culture Education for College

Abstract: Fine traditional Chinese culture encompasses rich ideological and political educational
resources and is a pivotal component of college students' ideological and political education. The 20th
National Congress of the Communist Party of China outlined a digital action agenda for the future
development of education.

Efforts should focus on the following areas to promote the
connotation—oriented development of digital empowerment in college students' education of fine
traditional Chinese culture: utilizing precision profiling to meet students' personalized needs, integrating
resources to build a comprehensive learning platform, and innovating educational methods to "vitalize"
education through immersive experiences.
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
