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Abstract: The teaching of ancient Chinese literary works can teach students to learn ancient culture and
understand the ancient spirit, which is helpful to promote the inheritance of Chinese excellent culture. It
also plays an extremely important role in the cultivation of students ' cultural literacy in teaching practice.
This paper takes the necessity of Chinese ancient literature education and cultural inheritance as the
starting point, deeply analyzes the subtle inheritance of poetry represented by Li Bai to culture, and
finally puts forward the strategy of classical reading and cultural inheritance in ancient literature education

at the present stage, so that students can better appreciate and carry forward the excellent Chinese

traditional culture, cultivate their core literacy, and shape their outlook on life and values.
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
