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Innovative Paths of High School Chinese Teaching Methods under the Background of
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Abstract: This article explores innovative approaches to high school Chinese language teaching within
the context of the integration of the five elements of education. The study finds that current Chinese
language teaching suffers from a single approach and a weak awareness of integration, which restricts the
educational function of the Chinese language subject. To address these issues, the article proposes
strategies such as innovative classroom teaching models, the expansion of in—class and out—of—class
teaching, the in—depth application of information technology, and the development of a diversified
evaluation system. These strategies aim to advance Chinese language teaching from knowledge transfer to
comprehensive education, making the Chinese language classroom an effective venue for the integration
of the five elements of education: moral, intellectual, physical, aesthetic, and labor, and promoting the
comprehensive improvement of students' overall literacy.
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
