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Abstract: Sarojini Naidu, a leading figure in Indian lyrical poetry, was also a politician dedicated to the
Indian independence movement and women's liberation. Her ideas centered on securing women's
political rights, with women's suffrage being the most critical aspect. Naidu underwent a dual
transformation from poet to politician and from a subject of the British Empire to a citizen of India.
Correspondingly, her thoughts on the Indian suffrage movement experienced significant changes during
this period. These shifts in identity and ideology made her a highly influential representative in both the
Indian independence movement and the cause of women's liberation.

She actively campaigned both before and after independence, ultimately securing suffrage for women.
