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Abstract: Red culture, as the spiritual wealth formed by the Communist Party of China leading the
people in the long—term practice of revolution, construction, and reform, is an important resource for
cultivating morality and talent in universities in the new era. Through literature review and field
observation, this article reveals that existing research mainly focuses on path construction and value
interpretation, paying insufficient attention to the structural contradictions in the specific context of local

universities. This article aims to fill this research gap and provide theoretical support and practical

reference for improving the effectiveness of red culture education in local universities.
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
