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Abstract: Based on the policy background of the Ministry of Education 's  Guidelines for the
Construction of Ideological and Political Education in Colleges and Universities, this paper focuses on
the ancient poetry art songs in vocal music teaching in colleges and universities, and points out that it
contains profound humanistic and national feelings and is an important carrier of ideological and political
education. Ideological and political education is the teaching essence of ancient poetry art songs : first, it
is the product of ' creative transformation and innovative development ' of Chinese excellent traditional
culture, and second, it can help students improve their literary literacy, cultivate national pride and
cultural self—confidence. However, at present, there are many deficiencies in the teaching of ancient
poetry art songs : such as the imperfect selection mechanism of tracks ; insufficient depth of artistic
processing, re—singing technology light aesthetics and connotation ; the ideological and political factors
are not excavated enough, and teachers have conceptual deviations ( such as splitting ideological and
political and professional, simplifying ideological and political, etc. ). Therefore, the following prospects
are put forward for the teaching reform of ancient poetry art songs : improve the teaching system, sort
out the teaching materials according to the creative methods and themes, and incorporate them into the
syllabus and competition requirements ; change the traditional teaching concept, in—depth understanding
of its simple and elegant aesthetic implication and implicit singing characteristics ; dig deep into the
humanistic connotation to integrate into ideological and political education.
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
