This paper systematically sorts out the current situation and structural shortage of
employment skills of the relocated poverty—stricken population in Nujiang, and deeply analyzes the
constraints of vocational skills education and training system in terms of supply and demand docking,
teacher courses, training motivation and policy guarantee, and then puts forward countermeasures such as
optimizing training supply, strengthening teacher course construction and improving policy guarantee
mechanism. The research holds that the construction of a precise and sustainable vocational skills
education and training system is the key to improving the employability of the relocated people out of
poverty, promoting the consolidation and expansion of the achievements of poverty alleviation and the
effective connection with rural revitalization.
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
