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Abstract: The "Guidelines for Kindergarten Education (Trial)" emphasizes: "The environment serves as
a vital educational resource, and teachers should eftectively foster children's development through its
design and utilization." Early childhood education forms the cornerstone of the national basic education
system, bearing the mission of nurturing future hope. The preschool years represent the most formative
period of an individual's life, with minds as blank as a sheet of paper, eagerly awaiting the painting of
vibrant colors. Integrating local culture into kindergarten environments can deepen children's cultural
awareness and emotional connections, strengthen cultural identity, and promote the intergenerational
transmission of local traditions. This study examines the integration of local culture into wall design at
Baoji M Kindergarten through interviews and observations. Key findings include: limited wall layout
options, monotonous presentation methods, lack of content diversity, infrequent updates, and
teacher—dominated practices. The causes involve two levels: administrators and teachers. Effective
strategies include: expanding interactive models to enhance children's participation; enriching wall
content to increase update frequency; improving teachers' professional competence to elevate
environmental design standards; enhancing administrators' cultural awareness to strengthen wall design
consciousness;
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
