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From Resource Allocation to Fostering Virtue and Nurturing Talent: An Examination of the
Dilemmas and Functional Restructuring of the Postgraduate Scholarship and Grant System

Abstract: The postgraduate scholarship and grant system is designed to provide financial support,
encourage innovation and promote equity; however, its implementation has revealed shortcomings in
terms of eligibility criteria, fairness and the effective realisation of its educational objectives. This has
resulted in a disconnect between financial support and educational development, thereby undermining
public trust. Drawing on the perspective of student counsellors and analysing case studies, this paper
examines the mechanisms underlying the divergence between policy objectives and implementation
methods. It advocates shifting the focus of the system from resource allocation to the cultivation of virtue
and the nurturing of talent. To this end, the paper proposes a pathway for constructing an integrated

* financial support and educational development = system across four dimensions: precision of
implementation guidelines, transparency of procedures, effectiveness of dispute resolution, and
integration of educational objectives. This approach aims to return to the fundamental purpose of
education and support the high—quality development of postgraduate education.
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
