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Abstract: The ideological and political construction of curriculum is an important measure for colleges
and universities to implement the fundamental task of cultivating people with morality in the new era. As
a public compulsory course for all college students, college English 's ideological and political education
function cannot be ignored. After thousands of years of accumulation, traditional education thought
contains rich moral and ethical resources and humanistic education wisdom, which is highly consistent
with the value orientation of curriculum ideological and political education. Based on the internal
consistency between traditional education thought and ideological and political education in college
English curriculum, this paper systematically combs the core values of traditional education ideas such as
Confucianism and Taoism, analyzes the feasibility and necessity of their integration into English teaching,
and then puts forward specific integration strategies from three dimensions of teaching content, teaching
methods and teaching evaluation, and discusses the corresponding guarantee mechanism from two
aspects of teacher development and system construction. According to the research, the organic
integration of traditional educational thoughts into the ideological and political education of college
English courses can not only strengthen students ' cultural subject consciousness, but also enhance the
humanistic depth of English teaching, and provide a useful reference for cultivating compound talents
with both international vision and national feelings.
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
