Abstract: Intangible cultural heritage is an important carrier of the cultural memory of the Chinese
nation. As the core basic course of Chinese major in colleges and universities, modern Chinese course
has a natural internal relationship between them. However, the modern Chinese curriculum under the
traditional teaching mode has long faced difficulties such as abstract content, single form and insufficient
student participation, and the educational value of intangible cultural heritage resources has not been fully
explored.
