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Abstract: Against the backdrop of profound transformations in the new media landscape and the rise of
vertical—screen content, film and television programmes have become a key arena for young university
students to express their values and construct their worldviews. However, there remains a structural
disconnect between Party—building and ideological education in higher education institutions and the
teaching of film and television programmes, coupled with a lack of platform—based support. The practice
of integrating ideological education into the curriculum tends to be superficial, and there has been no
systematic integration of professional skills development with value—oriented guidance. In light of this,
this paper draws upon the dual—track educational theory framework. Centring on the institutional logic
of the coordinated operation of the ‘professional teaching track’ and the ‘Party—building and
education track’ , it constructs a model for an educational platform that integrates Party—building and
teaching within film and television programmes.

The article first reviews the current state of research on the integration of film and television education
with ideological and political education both domestically and internationally, analysing the challenges
faced by film and television programmes in terms of curriculum structure, practical training organisation,
assessment systems, and mechanisms for embedding Party building. Building on this, it draws upon the
logic of complementary division of labour in dual—track education, the theory of collaborative education,
and the theories of ideological and political education within the curriculum and value—led education to
demonstrate the structural foundations and institutional pathways for embedding Party building into the
professional teaching system. The study proposes a ‘Party—building—led teaching and practice platform’
as the core vehicle. Through measures such as organisational restructuring and the integration of
curriculum systems, it aims to promote the incorporation of Party—building and ideological and political

work into the entire process of film and television production, thereby achieving the synchronous
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development of value formation and professional competence cultivation. The study concludes that a

dual—track integrated education platform combining Party building with film and television disciplines

facilitates the fulfilment of the mission to foster virtue through education, strengthens the function of

value guidance, and provides an institutionalised pathway for optimising the structure of film and

television arts education and cultivating a sense of industry responsibility. It enriches the practical

applications of the dual—track education system at both theoretical and practical levels, whilst offering an

operational framework for implementation.
