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Visual Identity and Cultural and Creative Design in Baise from the Perspective of Red Tourism
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Abstract: The integrated development of red tourism provides a vital pathway for the dissemination of
regional red culture. Whilst Baise is rich in red cultural resources, its current visual promotional formats
are monotonous, with insufficient dynamic dissemination and interactive experiences; furthermore, there
is a lack of cohesion between cultural and creative products and the visual system. Taking Baise’ s red
cultural sites as the research focus, this study distils red landmarks, historical scenes, colour schemes and
layout standards to construct a visual identity system comprising static posters and H5 dynamic posters for
red tourist attractions. Furthermore, core visual symbols are extended to the design of cultural and
creative products such as stationery, souvenirs and interactive items, forming a series of unified red visual
application solutions. Through the integration of visual symbols, the establishment of design standards,
the development of dynamic communication channels, and the expansion of cultural and creative
applications, this project aims to enhance the systematic nature and youthful appeal of red culture
dissemination, thereby providing practical guidance for the visual communication and cultural and
creative design of red culture in former revolutionary base areas.
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
