[Abstract] reading is an important part of English language skills. How can we help students sort out the text
content, help students better understand the text and improve students' reading efficiency? Firstly, the author
analyzes the problems existing in the text reading of senior primary school from the following two aspects. First,
the current senior English reading teaching generally first emphasizes the learning of vocabulary, especially the
text with long length and more difficult sentences, and then the understanding of the text. This leads many
students to mistakenly think that vocabulary is the most important and ignore the analysis and understanding of
the text. Second, fifth grade students' thinking is in the transition period from concrete image thinking to
abstract logic thinking, but concrete image thinking still accounts for the majority. Therefore, when guiding

reading, we should comply with students' psychological characteristics and teach in a more image and direct

way.
