[Abstract] The writing score in the university level 4 English exam accounts for 15%, accomplished within 30
minutes, a quarter of the given examination time. Students have taken various measures to improve their writing
grades, while they have gained few advancements in composition. This paper can offer some advice to assist
students in how to plan one effective structure of the writing in level 4 English exam. The best structure is made up
of three paragraphs, with paragraph 1 the opening part, paragraph 2 the body part, paragraph 3 the ending part.
Working out the best structure is the first step in writing. Writers can add appropriate details to the structure after
the scaffold has been set up. It is easy for students to follow the main idea of the writing, not get lost, guided by the
proper frame. Almost all the styles of writing in level 4 English exam, such as exposition writing, argumentation
writing, practical writing, and cartoon writing, with respective individual features, can develop in three paragraphs.
In this way, not only the grades will be increased, but also the writing speed can be accelerated.
