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[Abstract] In oral English classroom teaching in senior high school, the teachers correct errors and feedback
based on the students’ oral expression, which can enable the students to realize their mistakes in time, and train
the students’ oral expression ability, so as to improve the students’ oral expression skills and enhance the
teaching effect. Based on the high school oral English classroom teaching, this paper explores teachers’ error

correction feedback skills, in order to give full play to the role of error correction feedback teaching and

promote the efficient training of students’ oral English expression ability.
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
