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Research on Ideological and Political Education Reform in Adult Colleges and Universities
Based on Supply-side Reform
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[Abstract] Supply—side reform is not only for the economic field, but also the embodiment of a way of thinking.
The supply—side reform thinking is based on the contradictory demand as the starting point, and solves the
contradiction between supply and demand in a scientific and active way. Implementing the ideological and
political education and teaching reform of adult colleges and universities from the perspective of supply—side
reform can provide new ideas and build new models for the ideological and political education in colleges and
universities.
