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[Abstract] As an important form to supplement the resources of public colleges and universities in modern and
contemporary times, with the further development and popularization of professional talent training,
independent colleges and universities have played a very important role in optimizing, supplementing and
promoting talent training. They are the most important practical achievements in the reform and innovation of
higher curriculum teaching and running system in China. However, at present, with the increase of the number
of colleges and universities in China, independent colleges and universities are still in the stage of primitive
accumulation. They copy the majors of the parent colleges and universities in the setting of majors, and expect
to use the least investment to obtain the highest income. This also shows the phenomenon of "getting together"
on the development of objective forms, lacking school running characteristics, and the school running
differences of various colleges and universities in construction are also very similar. Over time, there are serious
deficiencies in the cultivation of college graduates' innovative ability, as well as a serious shortage of professional
elite talents in the job market.
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
