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[Abstract] As a university shouldering the difficult task of educating people for the party and the country,
while completing the mission of teaching and education, it should also closely combine the party building
work with the students to promote the all-round development of the students. At the moment when the
party and government spirit and construction are increasingly dominant, student education management in
colleges and universites should lay the basis of the party and government spirit, normatively and reasonably
implement student education management. Correspondingly, through the combination with student
education management work, it can also make the party building work goal easier to achieve in colleges and
universities, and the integration of the two can produce the effect that one plus one is greater than two. In
view of this phenomenon, this paper analyzes the balanced development and mutual integration of party
building work and student education management, hoping to have certain reference significance for
university education work.
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
