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Current Situation and Practical Thinking of Ideology and Politics in the Dragon Dance Course
—— Taking Huangshan University as an Example

[Abstract] This paper uses the documentation method, the on—site observation method, the questionnaire
survey method and the mathematical statistics method to investigate the current situation of the ideology and
politics of the dragon dance course of Huangshan University, and the results show that 80.70% of the students
know the ideological and political elements of the dragon dance course. Most students believe that it is necessary
to integrate the ideological and political elements of the dragon dance course. The ideological and political
elements covered in the dragon dance course are patriotism, teamwork consciousness and collectivist
consciousness, physical and mental health and sportsmanship, accounting for 77.19%, 73.68% and 71.93%
respectively. Based on the practice of ideological and political teaching of the dragon dance course, the
ideological and political thinking of the dragon dance course is proposed, the essence of the ideology and politics
of dragon dance course is correctly grasped, and the content of ideological and political curriculum is integrated
with the teaching of the dragon dance course, so as to promote the dragon dance course into the classroom.
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
