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[Abstract] Three full education specifically refers to the "all-round, whole process, all staff" education mode,
the full participation in the university education work in addition to all teachers to participate in the education
work, but also include giving play to the power of student cadres, let student cadres participate in the education
work. Taking ideological and political education as an example, student cadres, as the assistant of teachers, as the
link between teachers and students, and the cooperation and support of student cadres to teachers' work is of
great significance for improving the quality of education work and extending the scope of education work. This
paper will expand the analysis of the specific situation of student cadres, and summarize the effective way of

integrating the training of student cadres and the ideological and political education in colleges and universities.
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
