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Survey and Analysis of Cultural Integration Development in Military and Land
——Taking the Perspective of Xinjiang University Students as an Example
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Abstract: Contemporary university students in Xinjiang are the main force in the construction of
Xinjiang, and even more so in the promotion of the development of the sharing and integration of
cultural resources between the military and civilian. This study found through a questionnaire survey that
there are differences in the cognition of college students about the sharing and integration of
military—civilian cultural resources, and suggests that students' understanding of the integration of
military—civilian culture should be deepened through specific case studies and practical activities, so as to
enhance their core literacy. Through the survey of college students' cognition about the sharing and
integration of military—civilian cultural resources and development, we can better grasp the current

cognitive status, analyze the reasons for its emergence, and lay the foundation for proposing targeted

measures.
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
