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Research on the Reform of Higher Vocational English Examination Based on Improving
Practical Ability
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Abstract: At present, there are often three problems in the English teaching of higher vocational colleges:
Evaluation method of higher vocational English teaching is single, which can't effectively assess the
improvement of students' English practical ability; Content of English teaching is outdated, which can't
effectively meet the knowledge needed in the process of practice; It fails to highlight the characteristics of
higher vocational education, and the English teaching can't be integrated with the higher vocational
education. An efficient English test can not only help teachers accurately evaluate the effectiveness of
English teaching, but also fundamentally improve the quality of English teaching. On this basis, this paper
puts forward the following suggestions on the examination reform of higher vocational English courses:
To build a diversified evaluation system for higher vocational English by comprehensively applying
summary, process and value—added evaluations; To expand English teaching resources and carry out
vocational English teaching and testing; To enrich the way of English examination, to grasp the students'
English learning situation in real time, dynamically and in an all-round way, and to improve the quality
of higher vocational English teaching; To enrich the English examination methods to grasp the students'
English learning situation in a real—time, dynamic and all-round way, and improve the effect of English
teaching in higher vocational education.
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
