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Abstract: Teenagers are the future of the motherland, the hope of the nation, the creator and
implementer of the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation and the Chinese Dream. Carrying out
patriotism education to teenagers, guiding them to experience patriotic feelings and carrying forward
patriotic spirit can make enlightenment education and patriotism education permeate each other and
make teenagers grow up to be qualified socialist builders and successors. As an important border ethnic
area in China, it is of significant importance to carry out patriotism education in Tibet. This article first
analyzes the importance of carrying out patriotism education in Tibetan middle schools, and then
concludes the achievements and problems of carrying out patriotism education in Tibetan middle schools
at present.
