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Abstract: This study aims to explore the impact of Content—based Instruction on students’ fluency,
accuracy, and complexity in oral English, as well as changes in their interest in learning English. The
subjects of the study are 40 senior high school freshmen in Wuhan City. The research employs a
combination of questionnaires and interviews, conducted in two rounds of action research. The results
show that the CBI effectively improves students’ English speaking abilities, significantly enhancing
fluency and accuracy, while also increasing their interest in learning English and their autonomous
learning abilities. This study provides empirical evidence for improving English speaking teaching,

demonstrating the potential and advantages of the CBI in senior high school English speaking instruction.
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
