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Abstract: The scientific and reasonable construction of ideological and political theories teaching in
university English and the effectiveness of English education are mutually reinforcing, the former can
make full use of the teaching resources of university English course and ensure the quality of the course.
For this reason, teachers should explore the problems existing in the construction of ideological and
political theories teaching in university English and put forward corresponding countermeasures to
