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Abstract: Singapore’ s language policy mainly focuses on English, Chinese, Malay and Tamil. The
implementation of these policies has partly shaped the linguistic landscape of the society, reflecting the
country’ s efforts to seek a balance between cultural diversity and social harmony, while having a
profound impact on the choice of Chinese language. This paper will analyze the language policies of the

three periods in Singapore, and discuss the influence of the policies of each period on the language choice

of the new Chinese people.
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
