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How to Enhance Essential Qualities of College Students Through College English Classroom
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Abstract: With the increasing communication, exchange, and cooperation among countries in political,
economic, and cultural fields, higher education must continually develop and transform to equip
graduates with the qualities necessary to adapt to globalization. In the fiercely competitive job market, it
is crucial for higher education to explore and advance its international development, meeting the
growing demand for international competencies among graduates. This preparation enables university
students to possess a variety of essential qualities required to thrive in a rapidly changing job market and
tackle the challenges of future society. In the practice of college English teaching, classroom activities, as a
significant form of teaching organization, not only enhance college students' English language abilities but
also strengthen their critical thinking and problem—solving skills, information literacy and global
awareness, creativity and innovation, world cultures and languages, ethics and self—direction, as well as
communication and collaboration.
