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Abstract: The ideological and political work of graduate students in the new era is a systematic and
holistic project. In order to strengthen the research on the collaborative education system of ideological
and political work for graduate students and promote the systematic operation of ideological and political
work for graduate students, this article proposes the "5+4+3" ideological and political work concept for
graduate students. Through the "five—in—one" work system centered on cultural construction,
institutional construction, organizational construction, theoretical construction, and ideological
construction, combined with the "fourth level linkage" management mechanism of schools, colleges,
supervisors/guides, and classes, the goal of "three—in—one education" for all staft, the whole process, and
all aspects is achieved.
