However, the current
evaluation system for ideological and political education in College English courses remains simplistic and
fragmented, failing to comprehensively measure teaching effectiveness. This study constructs an
evaluation system for ideological and political education in College English courses based on the CIPP
(Context, Input, Process, Product) model. The findings reveal that this system significantly enhances the
comprehensiveness and dynamism of teaching feedback, offering both theoretical foundations and

practical pathways for the continuous improvement of ideological and political education in College

English courses.
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
