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Abstract: The Marxist view of practice emphasizes the organic unity of theory and practice, and attaches
great importance to the process by which humans transform the subjective and objective world through
practice. As an important supplement to ideological and political education in colleges and universities,
the second classroom provides a broad platform for putting the Marxist view of practice into action. This
article analyzes the theoretical logic of the combination of the Marxist view of practice and the second
classroom, explores the value implications of their integration, and proposes several practical paths, with
the aim of promoting the effective development of the second classroom.
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
