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Abstract: This paper conducts an in—depth study on the pathways and practices for cultivating artistic

literacy in foreign language majors at universities. Through surveys and in—depth interviews, the study
analyzes the current status of students' artistic literacy and explores the impact of interdisciplinary
integration teaching, participation in art—related practical activities, and their effect on artistic literacy.
The research finds that while participation in art courses needs to be improved, cross—cultural and
interdisciplinary learning significantly positively influences students' artistic literacy. The paper proposes a
path for art education practice guided by the Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)
approach and emphasizes the importance of integrating art education with "second classroom" activities
and social practices. The findings suggest that enhancing artistic literacy contributes to the holistic
development of foreign language majors, including improved cultural awareness, artistic refinement, and
psychological well—being. This paper aims to provide theoretical foundations and practical guidance for
cultivating artistic literacy in foreign language majors.
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
