Abstract: This study focuses on the systematic reform of ideological and political education (IPE) in
economic courses at higher vocational colleges, with the goal of cultivating applied talents. Based on
policy guidance, real-world demand analysis, and an in—depth examination of course characteristics, the
study establishes its background and value framework. It innovatively proposes a goal—oriented paradigm
centered on the cultivation of professional ethics, and outlines a four—dimensional implementation path:
reorganizing course content into a matrix, innovating teaching methods, dynamically optimizing the
evaluation system, and enhancing faculty capabilities collaboratively. The study shows that IPE is a
critical component of the training for applied talents, and its effectiveness is achieved through the deep
and structured integration of professional and IPE education. Based on these findings, the study offers
policy recommendations: strengthening top—level institutional design, deepening school—enterprise
collaborative talent development mechanisms, and optimizing resource allocation systems. It also points
out the directions for future research breakthroughs.
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
