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Abstract: With the rapid development of digital information technology and the widespread application
of new media, illustration design has permeated all aspects of social life and become an indispensable
component of the visual field. Although the demand for talents is increasing, the traditional teaching
model for illustration design in universities has struggled to fully meet the requirements for high—quality,
applied design professionals in the new era. Based on an analysis of the current state of illustration design
course instruction, this study explores the necessity and strategies for reforming the teaching of
illustration design courses in universities within the context of new media. The study contends that,
guided by the concept of collaborative education, digital and traditional teaching modes should be
organically combined. Efforts should focus on cultivating students' innovative thinking, practical skills,
and cross—media application capabilities through optimizing teaching content, innovating teaching
methods, integrating teaching resources, and deepening the integration of industry and education
(industry—education integration) as well as competition—based pedagogy (competition—education
integration). This approach will help enhance the quality of illustration design education in universities,
supply more innovative talents to the creative industry, and promote the inheritance and innovative
development of fine traditional Chinese culture.
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
