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Abstract: Student financial aid work in higher vocational colleges is transitioning toward a
'development—oriented' model. This study explores a "Aid+" education paradigm based on the "4C
Academic—Student Community" model (Counsellor + Class teacher + Career mentor + Cadres) at
Zhejiang College of Construction. Addressing economically disadvantaged students' triple challenges
(economic pressure, psychological inferiority, and lack of resources), it integrates professional and
aesthetic education through a "Five—Beauty Classroom" system. The case of "Xiao He" demonstrates a
virtuous cycle of support, showcasing practical pathways for developmental aid in vocational education.
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
