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Abstract: Chinese language is an important humanities subject at the primary school level. Under the
new curriculum reform, traditional primary school Chinese language teaching models struggle to meet
students' developmental needs. Teachers should adopt a cross—disciplinary teaching perspective to deeply
explore ideological and political elements within the Chinese language subject, playing a crucial role in
helping students establish correct ideological concepts and enhancing their humanistic literacy.
