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Abstract: From the perspective of regional culture, this study explores the implementation paths and
optimization strategies of interdisciplinary integrated teaching in primary schools. By analyzing the
educational value of regional culture and the internal logic of interdisciplinary integration, an
interdisciplinary teaching model with local cultural resources as the carrier is constructed. The study
proposes specific strategies such as the exploration and integration of regional cultural resources, the
implementation of integrated teaching design, and the innovation of teaching organization forms, and
discusses the optimization paths from two dimensions: the improvement of teaching effects and
sustainable development. The study finds that regional culture can effectively promote the organic
integration of disciplinary knowledge, enhance students' cultural identity and learning interest, and
improve the situationality and effectiveness of teaching. This study provides theoretical support and
practical guidance for constructing a primary school education model with local characteristics, and is of
great significance for promoting the reform of basic education curriculum and cultivating students'
comprehensive literacy.
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
