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Research on the Ideological and Political Integration of Classic Poetry and Broadcasting
Course
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Abstract: This study explores the organic integration path of classical poetry and broadcasting and

hosting courses. By analyzing the cultural value of classical poetry and the educational function of

broadcasting and hosting majors, a three—dimensional implementation framework of " content

integration—method innovation—evaluation optimization " is constructed. It is found that classical poetry

can effectively improve students ' language expression ability, cultural accomplishment and value identity,

and realize the coordinated development of professional skills training and ideological and political

education.
