Abstract: In the new era, the implementation of the fundamental teaching task of moral education in
colleges and universities needs to be realized through the "learning—thinking—doing" integrated practical
activities of ideological and political courses, and the quality of practical teaching can be improved by
scientifically evaluating its educational effect.
