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A Study on Teaching Strategies of Junior High School English Writing Based on Picture Books

Abstract: In accordance with the requirements of the Compulsory Education English Curriculum
Standards (2022 Edition) for developing core competencies in junior high school English writing,
breaking the one—way indoctrination, and achieving effective linkage between input and output, and
aiming at the current predicaments in teaching such as overemphasis on mechanical training of
vocabulary and sentence patterns and lack of real contexts, English picture books have become an
excellent input carrier for junior high school English writing teaching due to their illustrated presentation
and vivid, accessible storylines. This paper, supported by Krashen’ s Input Hypothesis and Swain’ s
Output Hypothesis, takes picture book reading as the core starting point, focuses on the current problem
of valuing input but neglecting transformation in writing teaching, and explores picture book—based
teaching paths: accumulating linguistic materials through picture book interpretation, constructing
writing frameworks with the help of picture book contexts, and carrying out creative continuation
writing around picture book themes. These efforts help students achieve effective connection from
picture book language input to written writing output, ultimately improving their English writing ability
and comprehensive language application level, and providing practical references for the implementation
of English core competencies in the compulsory education stage.
