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Abstract: As an important carrier for enhancing classroom teaching effectiveness, current political
resources can compensate for the lagging content of textbooks, cultivate students' spirit of inquiry, and
broaden their horizons. Currently, teachers of moral and legal education courses focus on applying
current political resources in teaching. However, there are still some issues that need to be addressed in
the actual operation process. In order to deeply explore these issues and their causes, this article analyzes
the problems faced by the application of current political resources in teaching. It proposes solutions

around three dimensions, which will help improve teachers' teaching quality, cultivate students' core

competencies in the subject, and better achieve the goal of quality education.
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
