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Abstract: The integration of ideological and political education in primary, secondary, and higher
education is a systematic project for fulfilling the fundamental task of "cultivating virtue". However, in
current practice, there are still practical moral dilemmas such as unclear goal alignment across different
educational stages, repetitive and disconnected teaching content, and disconnection between students'
knowledge and action. To seek solutions, this study returns to the excellent traditional Chinese culture
and focuses on Wang Yangming's moral education thoughts in "The Record of Transmission and
Practice". By summarizing Wang Yangming's life and the core essence of "The Record of Transmission
and Practice", this study deeply explores his moral education thoughts based on the pillars of "the mind is
the principle", "the unity of knowledge and action", and "the realization of good conscience". The
research aims to systematically expound the contemporary value of this thought system in resolving the
current difficulties of the integration of ideological and political education: awakening students' moral
subjectivity through "the mind is the principle", achieving organic connection across educational stages;
bridging theory and practice through "the unity of knowledge and action", closing the gap between
cognition and action; and clarifying the ultimate goal of integrated education through "the realization of
good conscience". Ultimately, this study strives to explore the theoretical possibilities and practical
solutions for creatively transforming the moral wisdom in "The Record of Transmission and Practice"
into effective paths for the integration of ideological and political education in primary, secondary, and
higher education, with the aim of providing traditional wisdom support for enhancing the effectiveness
and systematicness of ideological and political education.
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
