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Abstract: In the new era, the educational concept of "three pronged education", which refers to the
whole process, full participation, and all-round education, has gradually been accepted by a large
number of educators. As the counselor in universities who interacts most directly with students and has a
profound impact on them, they are facing constant changes and questions about their role positioning.
Based on this, we conduct research from the perspective of "three pronged education", attempting to
identify difficulties and study solutions. Research has found that counselors face conflicts between
administrative and educational functions in their role positioning, contradictions between clear
responsibilities and blurred boundaries, and gaps between self expectations and student expectations. To
address these issues, we propose that counselors can try to transform their self—awareness, position
themselves as educators, and gradually shift their focus towards substantive education and guidance work;
Strengthen the construction of professional competence and ability, enhance self professional ability, and
meet the diverse needs of students; Through in—depth communication, actively express self expectations
to students and further address the issue of expectation gaps. These solutions provide eftective references
and inspirations for the role transformation of college counselors in China, which will greatly help them
better adapt to the educational concept of "three pronged education" and enhance the effectiveness of
self—education.
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
