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Exploration of Ideological and Political Education Practice by Vocational College Admissions
Teachers from the Perspective of Moral and Talent Development
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Abstract: The work of vocational college admissions has long been narrowly reduced to the technical
operation of competing for student sources, which severely obscures its inherent function of ideological
and political education. As the "first face" students encounter in vocational education, admissions teachers
actually bear the dual mission of enlightening professional values and guiding life planning. However,
short—term pressures from performance assessments, drastic differentiation of student sources, and the
instrumental rationality tendency of promotional discourse jointly constitute structural obstacles to the
exercise of ideological and political education functions. Based on the fundamental task of moral and
talent development, this paper analyzes the value logic and practical dilemmas of ideological and political
education within the admissions context, and further explores the operational paths for admissions
teachers to carry out ideological and political education from four dimensions: full—process content
provision, differentiated guidance strategies, value clarification technical system, and competence training
and evaluation mechanisms. The goal is to promote a paradigm shift in vocational college admissions
work from "enrollment" to "education."
